Call To Order:

Neighborhood Watch:

Calle Los Altos (East Entrance):	


Qwest and delivery company vehicles have been parking along the side of the road at the east end of Calle Los Altos.  This has caused damage to the native plants in this area.  Bruce Switzer recommended that some large rocks be placed along the edge of the roadway in the area to prevent vehicles from parking there.

Minutes:


MSC:	Minutes of the Board of Directors meeting of April 5, 2004 were reviewed and approved with the following amendments:


	Lot 119: replace “ceiling” with “parapet.”





Architectural Chair Documents:


Joyce Leissring reported that Michael Ginsburg was unable to attend the meeting, but that he agreed to deliver all Architectural plans and documents in his possession to her by May 7th, this Friday.





Financial Report:


	The Treasurer, Joyce Leissring, presented the financial and budget reports for the month of April. We have a Total Current Equity Position of $34,597.55.  Two homeowners are past due on Association dues for the year.  The financial reports were accepted as presented.  





Registrar’s Report:


	Diane Frank presented the Registrar’s Report.  The report was accepted as submitted.  





Landscaping and Sign Report:


Landscaping: No pre-emergent has been applied this spring due to problems with follow-up by AAA Landscaping.    Lisa suggested that the Association plan to address plant trimming/ weed control in the fall.  


Signs:  Lisa is working with the sign painter for other Catalina Foothills areas to get our street signs re-painted.  Lisa will follow up to get this done.


MSC:            A motion was made to approve up to $4,000 for street sign painting. 





Compliance Report:


	Two letters were sent out last month about issues identified at the April meeting, as follows:


	Lot 6: driveway in disrepair (2nd notice)


	Lot 80: large tent set up on property.  It was reported that the tent was taken down for a brief period of time but then replaced with another tent.  A second letter will be sent to the homeowners on the matter.


	Lot 48: trash cans left out along the road.  Bob Hart spoke with the homeowners who stated that their trash service picks up their trash at the top of their driveway, by their house due to the very long driveway.  Therefore, there is no way that any trash cans along the street are theirs.  However, it was noted by others in attendance at the meeting that trash cans are seen left along the road in this area.





Calendar Review:


	All items due to be addressed were reviewed, as follows:


The corporation annual report has been completed and submitted.


The newsletter is due to be sent in June.  George will speak with Dick Bryant about the possibility of assisting with the newsletter.


The nominating committee responsible for nominations for the fall elections will need to be appointed at the June meeting.


Property liens have been postponed until the June meeting.





Miscellaneous Business:


	Concerning the basketball court on lot 99, none of the neighbors has any objection to it being there.  The homeowners relayed to Russ Elwell that they had not asked the Board to approve the basketball court or related equipment.  The court and equipment was put up around 3 years ago.  If needed, however, the homeowner is willing to take it down.  George Robinson spoke with Tanis on the legal aspects on long-standing non-compliant items.  Tanis advised that if the item has been in place for 6 years or longer, a grandfather rule would apply.  The homeowners of lot 18 have requested approval to set up moveable basketball equipment on their property.  The Board approved their request.





Architectural Report:


Michael Ginsburg has resigned from the Architectural Chair position.  Bob Hart has agreed to take the chair position.  Bob will meet with George Robinson, Bob Heindel and Kevin Paulus to identify the responsibilities of the Architectural Chair and how that role is to coordinate with the Consulting Architect to address architectural issues in the association.





CC&Rs:


The draft CC&Rs are currently with Pat Griffin for review.  Once Pat has completed his review, they will be made available for member review.





Other:


George Robinson is currently working on developing a business plan and will bring it before the Board after it has been drafted.


Russ Elwell could not attend this month’s meeting and requested that septic system guidelines be put on the agenda for the June meeting.


Russ Silberschlag would like to pursue making sure that WestCorp be required to have the Association approve the berm along the west end of the La Encantada development.

	The meeting was adjourned at 9:30 pm.
