Call To Order:


George Robinson, President, called the meeting to order at 7:10 pm. 

Homeowner Comments:    None
Kevin Paulus:  


Kevin brought two items for the Board to consider:

1. There have been complaints regarding the exterior paint trim color (garage doors and two doors.) on Lot 129. The paint chip approved by the Board in October was Dunn Edwards Soft Charcoal. That is not the color being use on the house. The lot owner will have the painter correct the error. The rust color of the chimneys matched the approved roof color.

2. The owners of Lot 48 asked for variances to the north of their property for a patio wall (maximum height 6.0’) and new pool within the area of the 30.0’ setback and for a predominantly buried erosion protection walls and concrete footings with the edge of the footings  not to cross the property line. The owners of Lot 49 have signed an agreement contingent upon the lot owner 48 maintaining the native vegetation as much as possible and re-vegetating to match prevailing native plant distributions. Additionally, a minimum of four 24” box mesquite trees shall be planted in the north with an active irrigation system to maintain the trees.  It was moved to approve the plan as specified (see attached proposal) with variances. (*MSC) Kathleen Flaherty and Diana Callimanis will inspect project.

Financial Report:


The Treasurer, Diana Callimanis, presented the financial reports for the month of January 2007..  We have a Total Current Equity Position of $76,774.98.  The financial reports were accepted as presented. Diana will follow up with Carolyn Goldschmidt regarding the remaining lot which has a lien for not paying the roads assessment. She is working on an Annual Report and proposed budget. She will investigate the status of a missing Corporation Income Tax report from 2004.

Diane Frank presented the Registrar’s Report.  The report was accepted as submitted.  Diane will send updated database information after she receives changes so Board members will have current information.

Bill Laman requested that reflectors or stripes be placed on Calle Los Altos. The board will check on the cost and feasibility after the resealing is completed next fall. There were concerns expressed regarding the speed of traffic in the neighborhood. At least one speed limit sign is missing and needs to be replaced. George Robinson will check into the matter.
