 On behalf of the Board of Directors, I would like to thank those residents who are not currently on the Board, but continue to give their  skill, time and energy to our neighborhood.   Lisa Warneke, who is both a tireless champion of our common areas, and oversees our neighborhood watch program.  Dick Bryant, who is our technology guru, both inventing and maintaining our  website.  Pat Griffin, who has kept us out of trouble more times during the past year, with legal advice and guidance, than I can count.  THANK YOU ALL!  This neighborhood could not function without you.
You may have received a request for “annual dues” from a group called Catalina Foothills Association (CFA).  The CFA is an organization that attempts, among other things, to preserve the unique residential character of the Catalina Foothills.  They sometimes claim or imply more responsibility and authority than they have (First paragraph of 2 April 2008 Request for dues to CFE Property Owners).  The CFA has no “authority or responsibility” within “Catalina Foothills Estates No. 9” (CFA Articles of Incorporation).  We have our own CC&R's specific to our area, and our own Board of Directors.  CAT 9 Lot owners are required to pay annual dues to the CAT 9 HOA.  Membership dues to CFA are entirely voluntary.  Payments to CFA should not be confused with, nor deducted from your annual dues of $100.00 to CAT9.  All Lot owners in Catalina Estates No. 9 (CAT9) are “entitled to membership” in the Catalina Foothills Association (CFA) “provided he or she remits the dues established and requested” (CFA By-Laws and Articles of Incorporation).   The Lot Owners in CAT9 have much the same relationship with the CFA as they do with the Skyline/Campbell Coalition (SCCC).  They may (or may not) choose to join either or both organizations and they must send money if they want to be members.

Note from the Compliance Committee
In our tours through our neighborhood, we have noticed a few conditions which are not in compliance with our CC&R’s.  The most obvious of these are driveways and rooftops.  The CC&R’s state that driveways “shall be treated and maintained with a minimum of two-shot bituminous surface treatment to prevent dust”.  If your driveway is mostly dirt and/or rutted, or of loose gravel that washes onto the road with each rain, please take steps to correct the situation.

The majority of our homes have flat roofs.  It is tempting to paint them white to help deflect the heat, but the high reflective value of white roofs creates an uncomfortable glare to your neighbors and is clearly prohibited in the CC&R’s.
Accumulation of trash, building materials and landscaping debris is also a violation and a potential fire hazard.  
Beginning in July, the Compliance Committee will be making visual inspections of the neighborhood, and issuing letters for these and any other violations which need to be corrected.  Violations which are not corrected immediately face the possibility of the CAT 9 board legally attaching a lien to the property.
Compliance with our CC&R’s is in the best interest of all homeowners and protects the values of all property owners.   Every homeowner has received a copy of the CAT 9 CC&R’s.  They are also available on our website, www.cat9.org.  We urge you to review them before making any changes to your home’s exterior.

ROAD MAINTENANCE UPDATE
You may have noticed that the CAT 9 roads have recently been swept and cleared of all debris.  In order to keep the roads clean and extend the life of the paved surface, we have contracted with Diggins and Sons to sweep the roads 6 times per year.  This will be done once in the spring, monthly during the rainy season, and again in December.
